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THE IMPACT OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC ON THE RELIGION
TOURISM IN UKRAINE

The crisis of the global tourism industry, due to the COVID-19 pandemic,
has done significant harm to the entire tourism sector of Ukraine’s economy.
But it opens a unique window of opportunities for Ukraine to become a world-
famous religious destination. The UNWTO drew attention to this, urging public
and private sector leaders to work together to pave the way for the economic
recovery needed for the travel and tourist industry and create millions of jobs.

The United Nations Secretary-General, Antonio Guterres addressing the
impact of the coronavirus on various sectors of the global economy, said that
tourism is among the industries most affected by the pandemic. People do not
travel, fear has settled in them, the future seems uncertain. The tourism industry
found itself more affected by the knockdown, which caused an epidemic in the
global economy [https://www.un.org/en/coronavirus/un-secretary-general].

And as the Secretary General of the World Tourism Organization Zurab
Popolikashvili noted in his interview, by the end of 2020, revenues from world
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tourism may decrease by 500 billion dollars. The crisis will lead to changes in
the tourism market. Travel campaigns began to provide services of a higher
quality, environmentally friendly in order to redesign their tourism product for
another, more wupscale one [https://www.unwto.org/management/zurab-
pololikashvili].

Religious tourism has become a stable, economically sustainable
phenomenon in the 21-st century.

3.Religious sites must now be opened to religious tourism with measures
and a standard operating procedure must be prepared that every visitor to a
religious site must adhere to [1, p. 31-32].

Religious tourism is a sustainable form of tourism, and the challenges of
the pandemic only motivate believers to travel to holy places to worship and
venerate shrines. Religious tourism will further develop the tourism economy.
Consideration should be given to how to effectively involve medical
professionals in monitoring the health of such travelers and those around them
