INFRASTRUCTURE PROJECTS OF PRIVATE-PUBLIC PARTNERSHIP AS THE BASIS OF
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF THE COUNTRY: FOREIGN EXPERIENCE, INDUSTRY
VECTORS

The global goals of sustainable development require society, the state, and businesses to use an integrated approach to implementation. One of the
effective mechanisms of such interaction is private-public partnerships (PPPs), which provide solutions to infrastructure projects and are becoming
increasingly popular in many countries worldwide. The fact that PPPs are used to develop strategically important infrastructure testifies to their role in
solving the economic and social problems of the respective regions. Considering that a significant number of PPPs are also aimed at solving
environmental problems, it is possible to consider them as mechanisms that fully meet the economic, social, and environmental goals of the concept of
sustainable development. Among the Global Goals, goal 17 is directly aimed at forming a global partnership. The issue of creating conditions for the
development of PPPs has been in the sphere of interest of many international organizations for a long time, which not only ensures the development of
a regulatory framework but also acts as participants in such partnerships. Developed countries have more experience in forming PPPs and directing
them towards sustainable development goals. In EU countries, the Committee on Innovation, Competitiveness, and Public-Private Partnerships of the
European Economic Commission operates, and the number of projects in the fields of environment, health care, and education is increasing. Developing
countries are also developing their PPP formation practices, but their need for PPP financing to ensure sustainable development is significant. The main
sectors in which PPPs are created in developing countries are energy and road infrastructure, which implies a low level of PPP orientation and sustainable
development goals. In Ukraine, a regulatory framework has been formed, but the lack of experience and systemic obstacles, in particular corruption and
the archaic structure of the industry, has led to a very low number of concluded and an even smaller number of implemented PPPs. In general, PPPs
have a significant potential to direct the activities of the state and business towards sustainable development goals and require clear policies. In addition
to post-war reconstruction and ensuring sustainable development goals for Ukraine, the state and company have a common interest - overcoming
corruption and choosing forms that minimize potential risks.
