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THE ARCHITECTURE OF CRISIS REALITY: FROM MEDIATO
POLITICS — PUBLIC SENTIMENT, ETHICS, PROTOCOLS,
METHODS, AND TECHNOLOGIES

Abstract. The article analyses how mass communication and public
sentiments jointly shape a «crisis reality» — a collective representation of threat, its
causes, consequences, and response strategies. Mass communication is examined
both as a message-transmission process and as a social institution with its own rules,
roles, and power centres. It is argued that, in periods of crisis, the media’s dual nature
intensifies: the integrative function («social glue» that enables coordination and
cohesion) operates simultaneously with the conflictual function, whereby the media
sphere becomes a battleground of competing interests and interpretations.

The theoretical framework rests on three approaches. Agenda-setting theory
explains how the media prioritise issues, especially during wars, pandemics, and
disasters, when—despite personalised feeds—public attention is temporarily re-
centralised around a few «anchor» narratives. Framing theory reveals the
mechanisms through which events are interpreted—what is happening, who is
responsible, what outcomes are expected, and what should be done—highlighting
the role of lexis, visuals, and expert commentary in consolidating dominant readings.
Cultivation theory describes the cumulative, long-term effect of regular exposure to
crisis content, including the «mean world syndrome,» whereby audiences
overestimate danger and distrust.

A distinction is drawn between «public sentiments» and «social sentiments»;
the former have a broader scale and greater mobilisation potential. The article
proposes a reciprocal «media <> sentiments» cycle: editorial selection, tone, and
tempo of information delivery shape public sentiments which, in turn, alter content
demand, forms of political participation, and regulatory decisions, thereby
influencing the agenda and interpretive frames. It is substantiated that crisis acts as
a catalyst for heightened media influence through three combined effects: increased
reliance on news media as the primary information channel; heightened emotional
vulnerability, which facilitates manipulation; and the legitimisation of extraordinary
communication practices by the state and platforms.

Practical implications address public policy, editorial management, and media
literacy. They include transparent information-selection procedures, ongoing
monitoring and adjustment of frames, balancing of crisis content, support for
competent expertise, and the development of audience critical thinking. The findings
systematise the explanatory power of the three theories in prolonged crises and
propose indicators for further empirical research: attention dynamics, shifts in
dominant frames, sentiment trajectories, and mobilisation thresholds. The study
shows that media not only reflect but also cultivate crisis reality, setting long-term
social and political outcomes.
