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	England in the 70’s. 19th century remained the workshop of the world, the master of the world market, the hegemon in the international financial sphere, the owner of a powerful fleet and significant colonial possessions. The 50–70’s in English histori...
	Two main processes characterized the economy of the 80–90’s: the gradual loss of industrial hegemony; the beginning of the development of free competition capitalism into monopolistic capitalism.
	As before, England is a powerful state, maintained important positions, was the “owner of the seas”, still held the naval and colonial championship, played the “first violin” in the banking sector. But since the 80’s, England’s share in the world prod...
	The reasons for the decline in England’s economy were internal and external. Internal: outdated technical equipment of production did not allow industry “to keep up with the rapid technical progress of the last third of the 19th century; although Engl...
	Monopolization in England was carried out at a slow pace compared to the growth of cartels, trusts, syndicates in the USA and Germany. This trend is primarily explained by the fact that the English trade and industrial monopoly and its colonial hegemo...
	Already in the early 80’s, monopolized industries began to appear, uniting about 20 enterprises (in the USA and Germany in the 70’s). So, in particular, “Salt Trust” (1887), “Dorman-Long” (1889), “John Brown”, “Armstrong-Winworth”, “Vickers” (90’s), “...
	However, the main role was played by colonial monopolies: “Colonial Company r. Niger” (1886), “Imperial Company of British East Africa” (1886), “British South African Company” (1889), etc. Their profits were significantly higher than domestic monopolies.
	Monopolization required investment of capital. These needs had to be met by the banking system, which also underwent the process of monopolization quite quickly. In 1867, there were 247 private banks in the country, by the end of the century there wer...
	An integral feature of economic development at this time was economic crises. They, unlike the previous ones, were longer, more frequent and deeper. Their dynamics were as follows: 1873–1880; 1882–1888; 1890–1895. Since the mid-70’s, there has been an...
	This state of crises and between crisis depressive periods was called the “Great Depression” of the British economy, which lasted throughout 1873–1896.
	The economic situation of England at the beginning of the 20th century has not changed significantly. The central trends in the development of the economy remained: the further process of monopolization and the trend of losing positions on a global sc...

	Introduction. Trophic ulcers of the lower extremities that occur due to chronic venous insufficiency are a serious medical problem that worsens the quality of life of patients and requires long-term treatment. Such ulcers occur in different people, wi...
	Aim of the work. To make an analysis of the above methods based on 8 clinical cases with focus on clinical effectiveness, healing time and systemic indicators of inflammation. In addition, to conduct an analysis of literary sources in order to confirm...
	Materials and methods. Literary sources (2014-2024), including randomized controlled trials, case series and reviews. Retrospective review of 8 own clinical cases (3 with hydrogel dressings (oxygenated hydrogels), 4 with negative pressure therapy, 1 w...
	Results an discussions. Analysis of literature showed that hydrogel dressings accelerate epithelialization by 20-40% compared to conventional ones, with complete healing in 30-50% of cases within 12 weeks, but without significant influence on the bact...
	Case № 1. 43-year-old male patient presented with a three-month history of a trophic ulcer on the lateral aspect of the right lower leg that had developed after minor trauma. The ulcer was accompanied by constant pain rated 5/10 on the visual analogue...
	The ulcer measured 1.2 cm² (length 1.5 cm, width 0.8 cm, depth 0.2 cm, volume 0.2 cm³), with predominantly granulation tissue and minimal necrosis (10% of surface), serous exudate without odor.
	Bacterial flora: no clinical signs of infection (estimated CFU<10⁴/cm², possible colonization with Staphylococcus aureus or Enterococcus, typical for venous ulcers).
	Phase: proliferative (80% granulation, with marginal epithelialization).
	Leukocyte count: normal (8x10⁹/L, neutrophils 60%, lymphocytes 30%, eosinophils 5%, basophils 1%, monocytes 4%, no shift, indicating absence of systemic inflammation).
	Treatment: oxygenated hydrogel with compression (multi-layer bandage), dressing changes twice weekly, with monitoring of pain and exudate.
	Progress: day 7 - pain reduced to 2/10, exudate minimal, size stable; day 14 - size 0.5 cm² (58% reduction), volume 0.1 cm³, pain and exudate mild, periwound skin dry without erythema; day 21 - granulation 95%, bacterial load remained low without anti...
	Case №2. An 86-year-old female patient complained of a three-year hypergranulating trophic ulcer on the lateral aspect of the right ankle that originated from a varicose vein. Symptoms included chronic edema, pain 4/10 on VAS, itching, and periodic ep...
	Ulcer size 1.6 cm² (2.0x0.8 cm, depth 0.3 cm, volume 0.4 cm³), granulating with excess tissue (hypergranulation 20%), moderate serous exudate without pus.
	Bacterial flora: colonization (probably S. aureus, CFU not specified, no odor, typically <10⁵ in non-infected ulcers).
	Phase: proliferative with inflammatory elements (erythema at margins).
	Leukocyte count: normal (7.5x10⁹/L; neutrophils 55%, lymphocytes 35%, monocytes 5%, eosinophils 4%, basophils 1%; no signs of infection).
	Treatment: hydrogel with compression (elastic stockings), changes every 2 days, with emollient for periwound skin.
	Progress: day 7 - reduced edema, pain 2/10, decreased exudate; day 14 - size 0.8 cm² (50% reduction), reduced hypergranulation; day 28 - 90% reduction (size 0.16 cm²), volume 0.04 cm³, bacterial load decreased without antibiotics, enhanced epitheliali...
	Case №3. A 67-year-old female patient had a seven-month shallow trophic ulcer on the medial ankle that developed after phlebitis, with constant pain 6/10, edema, itching, and periwound dryness. Ankle-brachial index 1.09. Comorbidities: angina pectoris...
	Ulcer size 0.8 cm² (1.2x0.9 cm, depth 0.1 cm, volume 0.1 cm³), granulating with necrotic tissue at the base (15%), low exudate.
	Bacterial flora: not specified (low CFU, possible colonization with Enterococcus or Proteus).
	Phase: inflammatory transitioning to proliferative (marginal erythema).
	Leukocyte count: normal (9x10⁹/L; neutrophils 65%, lymphocytes 25%, monocytes 6%, eosinophils 3%, basophils 1%).
	Treatment: hydrogel, changes three times per week until day 14, then twice weekly, with compression and topical steroid for eczema.

	Leukocyte count: elevated (12x10⁹/L; neutrophils 70%, lymphocytes 20%, monocytes 7%, eosinophils 2%, basophils 1%).
	Treatment: negative pressure wound therapy (VAC) with compression, changes every 3 days, oral antibiotics.
	Progress: day 7 - pain 4/10, reduced exudate; weeks 1-2 - granulation appeared, 24% size reduction, bacterial load <10⁴; week 4 - size 25 cm², leukocytes normalized to 8x10⁹/L; week 6 - complete healing (100% reduction). Inflammatory phase transitione...
	Case №5. A 62-year-old female patient with a two-year trophic ulcer on the medial lower leg following thrombophlebitis (post-thrombotic syndrome), pain 8/10, edema, septic appearance, and foul odor. Comorbidities: arterial hypertension (amlodipine), h...
	Ulcer size 9.5x6.5x0.3 cm (volume 9 cm³), fibrotic and necrotic base (40%), moderate purulent exudate.
	Bacterial flora: Pseudomonas aeruginosa and group B Streptococcus (CFU >10⁵/g).
	Phase: chronic inflammatory (with fibrosis).
	Leukocyte count: 11x10⁹/L; neutrophils 68%, lymphocytes 22%, monocytes 6%, eosinophils 3%, basophils 1%.
	Treatment: NPWT (VAC) with hypochlorous acid instillation, hydro-surgery for debridement, daily dressing changes, later skin grafting.
	Progress: day 3 - granulation tissue appeared, 30% size reduction, pain 5/10, bacterial load <10⁴; day 14 - size 6x4 cm, leukocytes normalized to 8x10⁹/L; month 1 - 80% granulation; complete healing in 2 months with successful graft take. Rapid transi...
	Case №6. A 60-year-old male patient with a three-year history of bilateral ulcers above the ankles following trauma, pain 7/10, massive exudate, foul odor, and limited mobility. Comorbidity: venous hypertension (no surgery). Previous antiseptic treatm...
	Ulcer: length 9 cm, width 4-5 cm, depth 0.5 cm; exudate volume 900 mL (left) and 700 mL (right) over 3 days.
	Bacterial flora: multiresistant Pseudomonas putida (CFU >10⁶/g).
	Phase: unhealthy granulation (>50%, with fibrosis).
	Leukocyte count: 13x10⁹/L; neutrophils 75%, lymphocytes 15%, monocytes 8%, eosinophils 1%, basophils 1%.
	Treatment: NPWT for 3 days for cleansing, followed by skin grafting.
	Progress: after 3 days - 80% healthy granulation, 70% reduction in exudate volume, pain 3/10, bacterial load <10⁴; day 10 - 40% size reduction; 95% graft take on left leg, leukocyte normalization; complete healing in 20 days.
	Case №7. A 62-year-old male patient with a non-healing ulcer exposing bone on the lower leg post-surgery, pain 6/10, edema, and hypergranulation. Comorbidity: obesity (BMI 35 kg/m²). Previous hydrogel treatment ineffective.
	Ulcer: 10.5x6.0x0.5 cm (volume 3 cm³).
	Bacterial flora: mixed (CFU >10⁵/g, S. aureus and Proteus).
	Phase: non-healing with hypergranulation (60%).
	Leukocyte count: 10x10⁹/L; neutrophils 62%, lymphocytes 28%, monocytes 5%, eosinophils 4%, basophils 1%.
	Treatment: single-session NPWT at -50 mmHg, changes every 3 days, with compression.
	Progress: day 3 - reduced hypergranulation, pain 4/10; day 7 - marginal epithelialization, 40% size reduction, bacterial load <10⁴; day 9 - healthy granulation, leukocyte normalization, pain 2/10. Patient discharged for further rehabilitation and plan...
	Case №8. A 40-year-old male patient with a five-month ulcer on the lower leg following thrombosis (post-thrombotic syndrome), pain 5/10, edema, and seropurulent exudate. Comorbidities: deep vein thrombosis history, arterial hypertension. No previous s...
	Ulcer size 3.12 cm² (range 2.51-7.33 cm²), volume 0.6 cm³, seropurulent with 20% necrosis.
	Bacterial flora: colonization >10⁵ CFU/g Staphylococcus aureus.
	Phase: inflammatory (with erythema).
	Leukocyte count: 9.5x10⁹/L; neutrophils 60%, lymphocytes 30%, monocytes 5%, eosinophils 4%, basophils 1%.
	Treatment: daily moist gauze dressings with antiseptic and compression.
	Progress: day 7 - pain 3/10, size stable; day 15 - size 2.71 cm² (14% reduction), bacterial load unchanged; day 30 - 0-90% healing, but slow progress with risk of recurrence, leukocytes unchanged. Patient required continued treatment.
	Based on the above clinical cases, we can draw conclusions regarding the effectiveness of each method of treating trophic ulcers.

	Thus, negative pressure wound therapy (VAC therapy) proved to be more effective for deep infected ulcers, rapidly reducing bacterial load (CFU/g) and wound size, stimulating angiogenesis, and decreasing leukocytosis; however, it requires inpatient mon...
