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THE ROLE OF THE STATE IN SOLVING PROBLEMS
OF THE SHADOW ECONOMY

One of the most difficult problems in Ukraine is the expansion of the shadow economy.
The scale and characteristics of the shadow economy are very different in various countries.
The maximum level of the shadow sector for years of Ukraine’s independence was 57.0%.
These data testify to ineffective government policy. The imperfection of state institutions, lack
of transparent rules in the field of legal regulation can lead to increase in the informal economy
and lack of economic growth.

The main task is to study the level of the shadow economy in Ukraine and to find ways of combat-
ing shadow economic activity. We use several methods to assess the size of the shadow sector:

— method of “population expenditure — retail turnover”;

— electric method;

— monetary method;

— method of unprofitability.
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The role of the state in solving the problem of the shadow economy requires the implementation of
a set of activities to regulate the official and informal economy. The bodies of the State Audit Office
of Ukraine conducted almost 2,700 control activities in more than 2,400 enterprises and organizations
during the last year.

The set of the main instruments of state regulation of the official economy can help reduce
the shadow sector. An important step is to attract investments into the Ukrainian economy.
It is important to ensure the development of a national anti-money laundering system. It is necessary
to improve the system of confiscation of property that was acquired illegally.

The growth of the shadow economy in Ukraine is a significant problem that does not ensure
the development of the national economy. There is a significant need for the development and imple-
mentation of effective state mechanisms, which will help to withdraw the incomes from the shadow.
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
